A Landlord and a Tenant may include in a Rental 
Agreement any terms and conditions, including any 
term relating to rent, the duration of an agreement, 
and any other provision, governing the rights and 
obligations of the parties that are not inconsistent 
with  or prohibited by Chapter 5321 of the Revised 
Code or any other rule of law.

So, lots of flexibility as long as no terms contrary to 
Chapter 5321 of the Revised Code.



Chapter 4551
Å 4551.01 RESPONSIBILITY OF OWNERS 

(f) Pest elimination.The owner is responsible for elimination 
of any insects, rats, or other pests in a dwelling containing two 
(2) or more dwelling units and on the premises thereof.  He is 
also responsible whenever the infestation is caused by 
improper rat-proofing of the premises.



The occupantis responsible for elimination of 
any insects, rats, or other pests in:

- single family 

- multifamily building if his unit is the only 
one infested unless it is due to improper rat 
proofing.



1307.01 STANDARDS AND ADOPTION OF CODE.

The International Property Maintenance Code, 2006 
edition, as published by the International Code 
Council, be and is hereby adopted as the Property 
Maintenance and Housing Code of the City of Troy, 
for regulating and governing the condition and 
maintenance of all property, building and structures. 
(Ord. 32-2007.  Passed 6-18-07.)



308.01 Infestation.All structures shall be kept 
free from insect and rodent infestation.  All 
structures in which insects or rodents are 
found shall be promptly exterminated by 
approved processes that will not be injurious 
to human health.  After extermination, proper 
precautions shall be taken to prevent re-
infestation.



308.2 Owner. The owner of any structure shall 
be responsible for extermination within the 
structure prior to renting or leasing the 
structure.
