In Ohio, as in many states, long-term services and supports are administered 
by multiple agencies and have had fragmented and often duplicative intake, 
assessment and eligibility functions. Ohio, through partnership with the  
Administration on Community Living (ACL) and the Centers for Medicare and 
Medicaid Services (CMS), developed the concept of an Aging and Disability 
Resource Center (ADRC). Rather than creating a single-point of entry into the 
long-term services and supports system, Ohio’s approach is to create an  
Aging and Disability Resource Network (ADRN). The network approach  
recognizes that individuals may access long-term services and supports in 
many different ways, through many different organizations. The goal is to 
ensure that no matter where a consumer first makes contact with the service 
delivery system, it’s the right place for them to be.  The intent of the 12  
regional ADRNs is to bring together the diverse organizations that play a role 
in long-term services and supports to streamline access to services for the 
consumer. 
  
In 2013, the Ohio Department of Medicaid in collaboration with the  
Governor’s Office of Health Transformation and its sister agencies (Aging,  
Developmental Disabilities, Mental Health and Addiction Services, and 
Health), was awarded a Balancing Incentive Program (BIP) award from CMS. 
BIP, along with bringing to Ohio $160 million in service dollars, has afforded 
our state the opportunity to expand ways to streamline services and to  
create more avenues for Ohioans to seamlessly access long-term services and 
supports. 
  
The 2014 ADRN Summit provides the opportunity to learn about the  
developments of the initiative in Ohio as well as to hear from national experts 
on current trends in policies and best practices around the nation and in Ohio. 
After learning about the goals and promising practices of ADRNs, the BIP  
participants will meet in regional groups to discuss next steps in their own 
communities. This conference is for professionals and consumers from the 
developmental disabilities, mental health and addiction, physical disability, 
and aging communities. Our collective work will create a more effective long-
term services and supports system in Ohio.
